Play a game of hide and seek like Jacob hid 
from Esau. When each family member is 
found, hug.

Eye Spark 
Look inside and outside your home. What do 
you see to love?

Ear Spark
Close your eyes and listen to those you love. 
Can you identify them from their voices?

talk about it

For families to do together
Play a game of Blind Man’s Bluff. 
Remember, when you catch someone, you 
must feel them in order to correctly identify 
who it is you have caught.

For younger kids
Have someone put a variety of objects in a 
paper bag. Reach into the bag without  
looking and see if you can guess each object 
as you touch it. Remember Isaac trying to 
identify Esau.

For older kids
Spend some time researching personal  
stories of people who have lost their eyesight. 
What do they have to say? What is difficult 
for them? What blessings have they  
experienced despite their loss?

from Genesis 25:19–34, 27:1–40.

Jacob cheats Esau out of his  
birthright blessing.
Ask each other what you remember about:
